Safe  boating  education  is  recommended  for  all  boating-minded  people,  but
certification is mandatory for all persons operating any mechanically propelled
craft born after January 1, 1978 on Delaware waters, July 1, 1975 in Maryland.

About the Course:  The course is NASBLA approved and meets the educational
requirements  of  the  United  States  Coast  Guard  as  well  as  all  local  and  state
authorities.  We strive to ensure that students are prepared to have fun on the water
through safe practices.

Course topics include a broad introduction to boating laws and skills—boat hulls
and  propulsion,  trailers,  rules  of  the  road,  aids  to  navigation,  charts,  anchoring,
emergencies, water sports and more.  All course materials provided.
